PASTOR'S COLUMN

This past week's revelation of the priests in our Dio-
cese who have "credible allegations of sexual abuse
of a minor" has certainly proven to be a sad, tragic
moment of history for our Church. However, more
importantly, it was a critical time for all victims who
have sought to be heard and acknowledged. May we
all pray that this time will be a significant step in their
long process of healing. I am certain that many of
you, like me, have been deeply troubled and disheart-
ened by this situation. The clergy of our Church have
much to do to rebuild credibility. It will not be an
easy task, but I promise you that I join my brother
priests in recommitting ourselves to the Gospel values
of Jesus and working to make the Church a safe place
of prayer, faith, and compassion.

At the exits today you will also find a gift from the
priests and staff of I.C. -- the book, "Beautiful Hope,
Finding Hope Everyday in a Broken World." This
spiritual reading may be beneficial as we experience
so much brokenness in our Church and our world.
